Uniforms  and  placement  of  patches

The basic way to conduct uniform inspection is with common sense.   While Ships have some latitude in determining the specifics of the Unit’s uniform, insignia must be worn only on officially prescribed locations as noted below.

PATCHES  AND  BADGES  MUST  NOT BE  GLUED  TO  UNIFORMS  AND  MAY  ONLY BE SEWED:   The following patches may not be worn by all members and therefore must not be glued to uniform.   If the “SS bug” is glued on the cup cap it must then be sewed or it will soon fall off.

RIGHT  SLEEVE:   
· Ceremonial Guard centered at shoulder seam (If you are a member).   American Flag centered below CG patch.   If no CG patch is worn, 1.5 inches down from seam.  (This is different from SS manual)   
· Universal patch centered and adjacent to flag.   
· If worn, Quality Unit or Standard Unit patch centered and below Universal patch.   
· If any of these patches are not worn, they shall be placed as such:   CG – at seam, Am. Flag – 1.5” down from seam, Universal – 3.75” down from seam.
LEFT SLEEVE:   
· NCAC patch or Girl Scout Council patches centered touching shoulder seam.   
· Unit numbers (548 or 1548) sewed together and touching NCAC or GS patch, centered.   
· Office badge centered and touching numbers.   
· Long Cruise (& arks) ½ inch below badge of Office. 

For the winter/summer dress jumper with no out side pockets, place patches and awards in relationship to where the pockets would be located.

RIGHT  POCKET:   
· Sea Scout BSA strip centered touching top seam of pocket flap.   
· National Jamboree (if worn) centered 1.25” above strip.   Temporary patch centered on pocket.   
· Recruiter patch below pocket centered at seam.   
· Adults – Seabadge pin centered above BSA strip 3/8”
LEFT  POCKET:   
· Service Stars centered 3/8” above seam of pocket.   
· Square Knots and Bronze Award centered above SS or 3/8” above pocket seam.   
· SEAL pin centered 3/8” above SK or SS.   
· Badge of Rank centered on pocket.   No badge of rank worn by adults.   
· Awards suspended by ribbons centered over pocket below seam on flap.   
· RIBBONS  ARE  NOT  WORN  EXCEPT  AT  FORMAL  GATHERINGS.

GENERAL APPEARANCE:   
· Good posture
· Clean face and hands
· Hair combed
· Neatly dressed
· Clean fingernails.

HEADGEAR:   
· Cup cap with SS “bug” centered on front brim and centered on forehead.   
· Centered square on head two fingers widths above eyebrows.

TIE:   
· Official Royal Blue tie folded into cravat under collar of jumper and tied with a “flat” square knot, leaving ends 4-6” long and even.   
· Knot directly below the Vee of the jumper.

JUMPER:   
· Navy blue with two (2) white strips (piping).   
· Remove the center piping if there are three strips on the jumper.   
· Clean and pressed.   
· For pressing turn the jumper inside out, lay flat and press.

BELT:   
· Class B uniform only.  
· Navy Blue (black) web with silver tip.   
· Buckle attached.  
· All “brass” polished.   
· Tip and buckle touching and aligned to gig line.

TROUSERS:   
· Color or shade and material to match jumper.
· Cleaned and pressed inside out.
· All buttons fastened.
· Jumper should cover top three buttons.
· Length is to top of shoes.

· Aligned to gig line.

SKIRT:   
· If worn by female members, all females must wear.   
· Color to match jumper.   
· Cleaned and pressed.  
· Length to top of knee.

SHOES & SOCKS:   
· Low cut, black, plan toe, solid color socks.   
· Laces to match and neatly tied.   
· Polished with a plan toe, no design.   
· Females may wear flesh-tone hose if worn by all females.
